
Business Research Resources Web Page Final Report

We began our efforts to design a business research resources Web page by hiring two student 
researchers in the Fall 2002 semester.  We hired Alexia Brehm, a student in the MBA program at 
the Crummer Graduate School of Business, and Renee Johnson, an undergraduate student in 
International Business.  Throughout Fall 2002, we discussed possible tutorial topics, designed a 
student survey on these topics, and our student researchers administered the surveys to find out 
which topics our students would find useful (See Appendix A). 
 
By the end of the fall semester, our student researchers had compiled the results of our surveys 
and we settled on the following four topics for our tutorials:  general business research 
information (companies, industries, country and regional information, cultural etiquette); writing 
a business plan; preparing for careers in business; and researching and evaluating company 
financial information. 
 
During the Spring 2003 semester, the student researchers worked to identify appropriate Web 
sites to include in the tutorials and drafted their tutorials.  Alexia was responsible for the tutorials 
focusing on writing a business plan and researching company financial information, while Renee 
was responsible for the tutorials on researching business information and preparing for careers in 
business.  We read the drafts and worked closely with the student to improve the tutorials and to 
include important resources they had missed.  By the end of the Spring 2003 semester, the 
tutorials were completed. 
 
In late April, we hired Victoria Watson, an incoming first-year student, to design our Web page.  
She spent the month of May designing the page, putting the tutorials on the page, checking to 
make sure links worked, and making changes at our request.  By the end of May, the page was 
complete.  It is located at http://www.rollins.edu/olin/business_research_resources.   
 
During the Fall 2003 semester, we will advertise the Web page on campus via email and in our 
classes with business students in the graduate and undergraduate programs.
